Bar 888 at Luce

In an aquamarine glass-clad tow-
er at the corner of Howard and Fifth
streets, San Francisco’s new Inter-
Continental Hotel opened Thurs-
day, and with it Bar 888 and Luce
restaurant. Because of a partnership
with Michael Mondawvi, the Califor-
nia-Italian restaurant is named after
a Supertuscan wine made by Tusca-
ny’s Frescobaldi family and Napa's
Mondavi family.

Bar 888’s claim to fame isa collec-
tion of vintage grappas, which will
be displayed in racks above the
horseshoe-shaped bar. The same
Italian liquor serves as the base of
many of the house cocktails created
by Francesco Lafranconi, such asthe
Italian Deja Vu, with house-made
grappa-based limoncello, almond-
flavored grappa, orgeat syrup, oran-
geflower water and Prosecco.
